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For many food and beverage companies doing business in California, the receipt of a demand letter or filing of a
class action lawsuit alleging false advertising claims under the state’s Consumer Legal Remedies Act (CLRA),
Unfair Competition Law (UCL), and/or False Advertising Law (FAL) is an all too familiar occurrence. In federal
court, pleadings challenges often present a first line of defense to meritless false advertising claims. The Ninth
Circuit’s recent decision in McGinity v. The Procter & Gamble Company marks a distinct change in the way these
challenges may be evaluated by district courts going forward.
